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Throwing Out the Baby - the Government’s New SOCA
Proposals

Baker Botts partner David Renton analyses the Hong Kong Government's
proposals for amending the Scheme of Control Agreements (SOCAs), which regulate
electricity prices in Hong Kong, and concludes that they cannot be implemented by contract.
The proposals would allow the Government to vary the power companies’ allowed rate of
return according 1o the type of assets they invest in while at the same time requiring
Government approval of their investment plans. I[nvestments in emissions reduction
equipment would earn the lowest return. In case the power companies decided not to invest in
such equipment because of dissatisfaction with the allowed rate of return, the new SOCAs
would allow the Government to impose additional, non-statutory penalties on them if they
exceed their emissions limits.

David Renton argues that the Government's proposals are based on new
policies that can be implemented, if at all, only by legislation. However, the results of the
Stage I Consultation reveal there is little support for regulating electricity prices by
legislation and even the Government considers legislation as more costly, bureaucratic and
intrusive than the current contractual arrangements. The same criticisms could be levied
against the Government’s SOCA proposals. If the Government is to avoid throwing the baby
out with the bathwater, it needs to amend its proposals to take account of the important
differences between regulating by contract and regulating by ordinance.

Implementing the Government proposals in their current form will open the
SOCAs 1o a variety of legal challenges. Applications for judicial review may be brought by
electricity consumers, power company investors, environmental groups or anyone else with
sufficient standing to challenge the Government's decisions. The risk of legal challenge could
undermine the stability and certainty of the current arrangements for regulating electricity
prices and make it more difficult and expensive for the power companies to raise long term
capital.

The Government’s New SOCA Proposals.

The Hong Kong Government’s Stage II proposals for regulating electricity
prices after 2008 appear at first sight to amount to little more than tinkering with the current
SOCAs. “We propose,” says the Government, ““to continue economic regulation of the power
companies by means of a bilateral agreement relationship,” although the term of the
agreements would be shortened to ten years from the current fifteen, the allowed rate of
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return on fixed assets would be significantly reduced and linked to the power companies’
performance. and the Government would have somewhat greater powers to control the power
companies’ tariffs and development plans. In reality, however, the proposals would give the
Government considerable discretion to vary the allowed rate of return without the power
companies’ agreement, a power it has not been given in any previous SOCAs.

The purpose of the SOCAs is to provide a contractual mechanism for
controlling the power companies’ prices by reference to an agreed return on fixed assets and
agreed accounting principles. As the Government acknowledges, these agreements have
provided the power companies with a stable and certain commercial framework for raising
the long term capital they require to run their business. The Government’s proposal to give
itself the power to change the allowed rate of return unilaterally will weaken the stability and
certainty of these arrangements and suggests the Government is planning to move towards a
more prescriptive relationship with the power companies, though one still formally based on
an agreement. Before taking such a step, the Government should fully consider the legal
implications of such a move.

Regulation by Contract.

Year after year, Hong Kong is judged to be the most economically free place
on Earth, in part because of the Government’s light-handed approach to economic regulation.
As the Heritage Foundation recently noted, “the regulations imposed on business [in Hong
Kong] are few, not burdensome, and applied uniformly”. The Government has shown a
marked preference for regulating by agreement wherever possible.

Although the Hong Kong Government has statutory authority to set safety and
environmental standards for power companies, it has relied for the past forty years on legally-
binding bilateral contracts with the power companies to control their prices. Among the
advantages of the contractual approach are its simplicity, stability and certainty. The SOCAs
focus on a single commercial issue, namely the rate of return that will allow the power
companies to attract sufficient long-term capital to carry on their electricity supply business,
while leaving the power companies-free to run their business as they see fit. The power
companies have every incentive to provide a high quality service because the SOCAs are
subject to renegotiation every fifteen years and could be replaced with a more onerous form
of regulation if they are perceived not to be working well.

This approach has been extremely successful, giving Hong Kong one of the
most reliable power systems in the world. The main challenge of the current arrangements is
the difficulty of reaching agreement on a rate of return that is both acceptable to the power
companies and fair to electricity consumers. Until now, both the Government and the power
companies have managed to overcome this difficulty because of their strong preference for a
contractual rather than a legislative approach to regulating electricity prices.

The End of Light-Handed Regulation?

Despite acknowledging the advantages of the current contractual
arrangements, the Stage II Consultation Paper explicitly states the Government’s intention of
gradually moving towards a more prescriptive approach, anticipating the need for ““additional
regulatory arrangements, including legislation, to ensure reliable and adequate supply” as the
electricity market continues to develop. Since the reliability and adequacy of supply have
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been excellent until now, we can only assume that the Government anticipates that the
electricity market may develop in a direction that will require the Government to exercise
greater regulatory control over the power companies, though it does not explain why this
should be thought to be either necessary or desirable.

One reason why the Government may be seeking more control over the power
companies i1s the Government’s policy regarding who should pay for reducing power plant
emissions. Power stations in Hong Kong are operated under licences that set limits on their
emissions and the Government can tighten these limits progressively whenever the licences
are renewed. The emissions limits for existing power plants have been significantly tightened
recently and the power companies had agreed to install pollution control equipment on their
power plants to keep them within the new limits on the basis that they would be allowed to
earn the same return on those facilities as they earn on their other assets. However, in his
2005 Policy Address, the Hong Kong Chief Executive pledged to explore ways of avoiding
the costs of these emission control facilities being passed on to consumers as far as possible.

The power companies publicly protested the Government’s suggestion that
they should be denied full cost recovery for investments in emissions reduction equipment.
Faced with such strong criticism, the Government now only proposes to reduce the allowed
rate of return on these investments. “This approach,” the Government argues, “retains some
incentive for the power companies to invest, or continue to invest, in such facilities to help
achieve the emissions reduction targets, while lessening at the same time the financial burden
on consumers”. Mindful of the risk that investors might regard the reduced rate of return on
emission control facilities as inadequate, the Government also proposes to penalize the power
companies if they fail to keep within their emissions limits by reducing the rate of return on
all of their investments. This contractual penalty would be on top of the statutory penalties for
violating the emissions limits imposed by the Air Pollution Control Ordinance.

A more fundamental reason why the Government 1s seeking greater control
over the power companies is an important change in the Government’s regulatory objectives.
Until now, the Government’s objective, according to the preamble to the SOCAsS, has been to
set an allowed rate of return for the power companies which is reasonable in relation to the
risks involved and the capital invested and retained in their business. In return, the power
companies have implicitly assured the Government they will provide a service to the
consuming public that is adequate to meet the demand for electricity, is efficient and of high
quality and 1s provided at the lowest cost which is reasonable in light of financial and other
considerations. This i1s a commercial arrangement that, according to the results of the Stage I
Consultation, is widely perceived to have achieved a satisfactory system of electricity supply.
The Government’s new objectives, however, are political. *“In considering arrangement [sic]
for the future development of the electricity market, we have ... endeavoured to strike a
balance between the interests of different stakeholders while bearing in mind the overall
long-term interests of Hong Kong as a whole.” Stage [I Consultation Paper, para 1.4. It is no
longer enough for the Government to agree a mutually acceptable rate of return with the
power companies to achieve its objectives; in relation to objectives such as minimising the
environmental impact of power generation, the Government evidently believes that the power
companies should be compelled to invest even if the allowed rate of return 1s unacceptable.
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The Limits to Regulating by Contract.

There are several important legal restrictions on the Government's ability to
regulate the private sector by contract. The first is the rule that government “cannot by
contract fetter its freedom of action in matters which concern the welfare of the State”
[Rowlatt J in Rederiaktiebolaget v The King]. If a court perceives that a contract might
seriously impair the Government’s ability to safeguard the public welfare, it 1s likely to
decide that it 1s unlawful for the Government to enter into the contract or, if it has already
done so, that the contract is u/tra vires and without legal effect.

The question of fettering discretion does not arise when the Government is
acting commercially in an areca where the Government’s actions are not materially
constrained by statutory or other public law duties. An agreement with the power companies
fixing an allowed rate of return when the Government has no statutory power to regulate
electricity prices raises no fettering issue since there is no public duty to fetter. However, as
we have already noted, the Government’s new objectives are political and require the
balancing of conflicting interests in society. In balancing conflicting interests, the
Government is required to act fairly after faking account of all relevant views and
circumstances. Any contract that fetters its discretion to strike a fair balance will be void.

The Government will face enormous difficulties in reaching agreement with
the power companies because it cannot specify exactly how it will regulate the power
companies’ rate of return in future without fettering its discretion as to how its policy
objectives are to be achieved. As commercial organisations, the power companies owe it to
their stakeholders to demand contractual certainty from the Government. When an agreement
1s not specific enough, commercial courts will not fill in the blanks for the parties but will say
that no contract exists, either because there was a failure to agree on some essential term,
because the consideration provided by the Government was so much left to its discretion as to
be illusory, or because there was no intention to create a contractual relationship between the
parties.

Even if the Government succeeds in plotting a safe course between the public
law risk of fettering the Government’s discretion and the private law risk of making the
SOCAs too vague to be enforced as contracts, it may still face additional public law
challenges over how it exercises its contractual powers. When a contract has a sufficient
public element, the Government’s contracting powers are hedged around with the same
public law safeguards against abuse of power as apply when the Government exercises
statutory powers. The Government’s exercise of its contractual powers under the new SOCAs
may be open to challenge on the traditional public law grounds of illegality, irrationality and
procedural unfaimess because they are intended to serve a regulatory purpose and because
they impinge on areas such as air quality where the Government has statutory duties. In such
cases, the right to challenge the Government’s actions under the SOCAs in court will not
necessarily be restricted to the contracting parties but could be exercised by anyone
sufficiently atfected by the Government’s actions to have standing to challenge them by way
of judicial review.
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Public Law Challenges to the SOCA Proposals.

The Consultation Paper makes it clear that the purpose of reducing the rate of
return 1s to penalize the power companies for failing to stay within the emissions caps
imposed on them under the Ordinance; paragraph 2.49 notes the “relatively moderate™
financial penalty available under the Ordinance and suggests that a further penalty is
necessary to ensure that the statutory caps are met. As a matter of public law, however, the
Government cannot impose new penalties on private companies without statutory authority.
The Government’s proposals in this area are clearly wultra vires. Even if the power companies
agreed to these penalties, their agreement would not be binding because of the contractual
rule against penalties.

The Government's proposal to apply different rates of return to different types
of asset is also subject to a possible public law challenge on the grounds of irrationality. The
power companies operate an integrated supply chain where each element of the chain,
generation, transmission and distribution, is essential to providing electricity service.
Discriminating between investments in different parts of an integrated supply chain seems no
less absurd than discriminating against teachers because of the colour of their hair, the classic
example of unreasonableness mentioned by Lord Greene in the Associated Picture Houses
Lid v. Wednesbury Corporation.

When a government takes action that is found to be Wednesbury unreasonable,
it is often because the Government is trying to extend its powers into areas they were never
intended to apply to. Such action is deemed to be w/rra vires and without legal effect. In
certain paragraphs of its Consultation Paper, the Government is plainly aware that it has no
legal power as the law currently stands to regulate the economic aspects of the power
companies’ business other than with their agreement. It acknowledges in paragraph 2.20, for
example, that the existing grids are the companies’ private property and access to them by
third parties will require the owners’ agreement. It also recognises that the companies are free
to pursue their own commercial interests and will not invest adequately in their electricity
supply business unless allowed to make an acceptable rate of return.

Elsewhere, however, the Consultation Paper slips into the habit of thinking of
the Economic Development and Labour Bureau (EDLB) as an economic regulator, referring
to it in paragraph 2.72, for example, as being responsible for economic regulation in the same
way as the other agencies mentioned there, both of which have statutory powers, are
responsible for safety and environmental regulation. The Government’s proposals aim to give
the EDLB the same kind of discretionary power to regulate the power companies by contract
as they would have under a statutory scheme, failing to recognise that the law of contract
contemplates a different kind of relationship than exists under a scheme governed by public
law.

If the Government wishes to continue to rely on contracts to regulate
electricity prices, it must approach the negotiation of those contracts with the intention of
entering into a commercial relationship with the power companies, not a regulatory one. The
distinction is fundamental. In a commercial relationship, the Government binds itself to an
agreement that defines the responsibilities of the parties in terms of a commercial objective,
in the case of the SOCAs the raising of long-term capital required to run an electricity supply
business in Hong Kong. In a regulatory relationship, the objectives are defined by law and
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any agreement that could seriously interfere with the Government’s achieving those objective
will be ultra vires and without legal effect.

The Government’s Stage 2 proposals raise serious doubts as to whether the
Government has fully understood this distinction. The Government seeks to retain the
benefits of a contractual approach (describing the alternative legislative approach as
inflexible, bureaucratic, costly and intrusive) but tries to avoid tying itself down to a
contractually defined commercial objective. Instead it seeks broad discretionary power to
strike a balance between a number of potentially conflicting objectives, a secure and stable
framework for long-term investment, affordability of electricity prices for consumers, high
reliability and low environmental impact, without accepting the public law safeguards against
the abuse of discretionary power. The Government must be clear in its own mind whether it
wants a horizontal contractual relationship with the power companies or a vertical regulatory
one. Trying to have it both ways could make the next SOCAs legally ineffective.

The Consequences of Illegalitv.

If the SOCAs were to be declared unlawful, the Government would be forced
to act quickly to seek legislative authority for a scheme of economic regulation. After
controlling the power companies’ prices for forty years and after warning the public in the
Stage II Consultation Paper that the need for controls will only increase as the electricity
market develops, the Government would not wish to leave the power companies free to
charge what they liked. But it takes time and considerable thought to design an effective
scheme of economic regulation, particularly in a small market like Hong Kong’s where the
reliability of supply could deteriorate very quickly in the face of inappropriate regulation.

The results of the Stage I Consultation reveal strong public support for the
current contractual arrangements. The contractual approach to regulating electricity prices
has proved serviceable in the past and still looks like the best approach for Hong Kong. The
SOCAs can certainly be improved, as they have been as a result of previous renegotiations,
and the allowed rate of return should be reviewed periodically to ensure it remains both
acceptable to the power companies and fair to electricity consumers, but the Government’s
proposed reforms would fundamentally alter the nature and purpose of the SOCAs.

If the Government continues to pursue its Stage II proposals, it may find that it
ends up with no effective power to control electricity prices at all or, at the very least, its
framework for economic regulation will be subject to so much legal uncertainty that it fails to
provide a secure basis for long-term investments in the power industry. Without a secure
basis for long-term investment, the benefits that the SOCAs have achieved over the past forty
years will soon be lost.

We are a financial institution operating in Hong Kong. As power supply reliability
is very important to our operations, we would like to provide our views on a few
issues related to the future development of the electricity market in Hong Kong.

)

Supply reliability is essential and must not be compromised — Hong Kong has
always enjoyed a reliable and uninterrupted electricity supply which has
helped secure its role as a leading financial centre. Whilst we do, of course,
have business contingency plans in place to ensure the continuation of our
operation we would expect to only resort to these measures in the event of
serious disruption in Hong Kong. A continued and efficient supply of
electricity is critical to our business and we would expect that any proposed
changes to the current system, which has served Hong Kong well over the
years, will be very carefully considered.

Sufficient financial incentives must be provided - reliability comes at a cost.
Sufficient and continuous investment in electricity infrastructure, which
depends on the financial incentives offered to the utilities, is the key to
achieving reliable power supply. A financially sound utility is in the interests
of both the business community as well as the private individual.

The regulatory period should be sufficiently long — as the Hong Kong power
companies do not have franchise protection, they are faced with a higher risk
regarding the return on their investment. A longer period than the 10 year

regulatory period being proposed would encourage investment by the power
companies.

We trust that these comments will be of use to you as you consider the future
terms and conditions of the Scheme of Control.

We would hope that any regulatory changes to the current scheme are kept to a
minimum.

There will be increased investment risk for the power companies and they will not
be willing to invest in electricity infrastructure to provide a reliable electricity
supply. | think that the present regulatory period of 15 years should be
maintained after 2008.

I consider that Government approval for all tariff adjustments is not a good
proposal. Power companies are entitled to earn permitted return on investments
that have already been approved by Government. Under the political pressure,
it is possible that the Government’s decision will be distorted. The power
companies will be forced to accept lower-than-necessary tariff revenues.

Having read the Sage |1 Consultation paper on the future devel opment of the Electricity
Market in HK, | would like to express my view on this captioned matter.

As an ordinary household consumer of electricity, my expectation is very simple — stable supply
at a pricethat | can afford. My personal experience, after living in an overseas country for
many years with a de-regulated power environment, my primary concernsis the ability to enjoy
un-interrupted power supply as and when | need it. This sounds very easy to achieve. A lot of
Hong Kong people may see this ‘ un-interrupted supply’ as something given by default. But in
fact, thisis not the case.

The process of generating electricity and transmitting to my home is the same irrespective to
which power company | choose. However, the choice of fuel-mix, the up-keeping and

mai ntenance of the power plant equipment and the distribution network does make a difference.
Undoubtedly such upgrading and maintenance activities would not be able to proceed without
heavy capital investment.

For any investor, no matter big institutional or small occasional one like me, we all are looking
for reasonable returns on our investment, relative to the risk of the investment, otherwise we
would not have invested at all. However, this consultation paper seems lacking the provision of
sufficient incentive to encourage appropriate investment that is comparable to the risk
associated with the investment. Just give you an example. | am able to get an average of about
7-8% p.a. returns through investing on some simple negotiable deposit instrument from
overseas banksin the past 10 years. Theriskisvery low. Thereturnsis guaranteed aslong as|
hold the depositstill its maturity. Obviously the size of my investment is nowhere near that of
the electricity operators. So why should an investor invest in electricity market if he/she can get
almost the same returns by investing in a much lower risk investment such as Government long
term bonds.. .etc? The current proposed rate of returns for electricity operatorsis only 7%-11%
which, in my view, is not attractive considering the risk that they have to face with uncertainty
on fuel cost, increasing investment to address environment iSsues.. .etc.

As an ordinary citizen, | would not like to see my enjoyment of electricity isinterrupted by some

Government policy which hinders the needed investment into maintaining the electricity facility;
as such interruption could have been avoided up-front. | think Government should seriously

I am a customer and a small shareholder of Power Company. Based on the
Government’'s Consultation Paper on Future Development of Electricity Market in Hong
Kong, | would like to express my views as below

1. The electricity tariffs of Hong Kong are acceptable. Compared with other
civilised countries, Hong Kong's tariffs are very competitive. Since
electricity accounts for only 1.3 to 2.7% of monthly household expenditure,
I think the present charges are acceptabie and affordable for us.

2. The proposal for the return to be reduced to 7% - 11% is not attractive to
the investors, so the reliability of Hong Kong's electricity supply system
may be adversely affected. The return should be commensurate with the
risks assumed by the investors.

3. Environmental polices in Hong Kong are very important. The power
companies must install emissions reduction equipment to reduce the effect
of pollution. The Government should provide not only a clear policy to the
power companies on long term environmental protection, but also a higher
rate of return if they are willing to install these equipment.

4 The existing Scheme of Control Agreements between the Government and
two power companies were aimed at ensuing reliable electricity supply to
Hong Kong, a major finance centre in the world. Opening up the market to
China may not lead to in the long term but will discourage the two power
companies to invest, thereby compromise reliability which will affect the
business environment of Hong Kong.

Therefore, there is no reason why the exigting raison d' etre of the SOC should be tampered with;
otherwise the above benefits might be jeopardized.

However, having said that, we would like to see the following amendments to the SOC in view of
changes that have taken place over the years:

o The rate of return should be linked to the prime rate, maintaining the average
difference between the prime rate and the existing rate of return over the last decades
[ Provides incentives to the power companies for their effortsin minimizing the

environmental impact

This does not mean that we are not in favour of a free market, which has been a chief cornerstone
for Hong Kong' s growth over the decades. Indeed we would want the government to do more to
maintain, if not increase more the extent of the free market, not just in the power industry but in the
other indugtries. For the power industry, we believe that the government has yet to come up with a
convincing policy and aguiddine for implementation in the right conditions'environmernt.

What We do Not Want




What we do not want in terms of benefits is obvious from the above paragraphs. However, we must
express our concerns about the following scenarios which are likely to eventuate based on our
observations over the recent months:

° Non-level playing fidd which would favour new entrants to the dectricity
industry

° Lack of clear policy and regulations to govern the fundamental basis for

operating in the industry

[ Decison makers succumbing to political pressure within and outsde Hong
Kong

We can foresee the following consequences arising from the above scenarios:

[ New entrants cherry-picking the mgor consumers

) New entrants producing dectricity outsde Hong Kong without the need to
meet the emission targets set by the Hong Kong Government.

) New entrants come and go as Hong Kong is not their “home” and therefore

have no long-term commitment to the well-being of Hong Kong.

Why Single Out the Electricity | ndustry

We fed that the Government seems to single out the electricity market for implementing its so-called
free market. On the other hand, the Government has failed to promote a free market in other
indudtries. For example, consider the following:

L Cartd between the largest supermarkets

[ The Hong Kong Gas company does not seem to be bound by any control in
their rate of return; the Government does not gppear to have any plan to break this monopoly

[ Buses running empty or nearly so especidly during non-pesk hours

o Red edtate developers making exorbitant profits resulting in most salaried

people bearing a heavy burden for the great part of their working lives

Way Forward
We suggest that the way forward should be as follows:

[ The Government should appoint as its advisors independent experts from
countries which have aready experienced the de-regulated market
[ The Government and the two power companies should form a united body

to come up with a win-win-win formula for the Government, the power companies and the
consumers, ingtead of the current “us’” and “them” confrontation that is going on. The famous creator
of the “6 Thinking Hats’, Edward de Bono, rightly explains that confrontation such in a litigation
redricts the potentid in finding al possble and best solutions whilst a collaborative gpproach



involving brain-storming will enhance the thinking process thus bringing out the best solutions.
Our Vison

Our vison of Hong Kong in the future is that it will continue to retain or even to uplift its competitive
edge amongst the cities not only in Greater Chinabut also in the world.

A safe city with the freest market, an excdlent rule of law, a hard-working population and a
reasonably clean air (compared with citiesin Ching) will lose its apped if its environment gets worse
and the economy is held to ransom by an insecure, unreliable and costly supply of dectricity.

As an electricity consumer in Hong Kong, my main concern is reliability of supply
rather than lower price. I think no one will deny the fact that Hong Kong’s electricity
supply reliability is almost the best around the world. The existing tariff is reasonable
and affordable. See example of New York, Boston, San Francisco and M acau are
more expensive than Hong Kong and they have all suffered major blackouts. Hong
Kong citizens are getting good value for money. Moreover it has been demonstrated
that open competition does not necessarily guarantee lower price. Please see the
lesson learned from open competition in Australia.

Apart from reliability and price issue, the proposal on importing electricity from the
Mainland is ridiculous. It is well known that supply within the Mainland itself is
inadequate. Moreover the cost of electricity from the Mainland would unlikely be
lower than that from Hong Kong’s power companies if costs for longer transmission
distance are included.

From the environmental perspective, the generating units in the Mainland give more
pollutants than those in Hong Kong. If Hong Kong imported electricity from the
Mainland, this would increase pollutants in the region of Pearl River Delta. So how
can supply from the Mainland help to achieve your policy objective in ensuring
reliable energy supplies and minimize the environmental impact caused by the
production and use of energy?

The proposals to reduce the power companies’ permitted return to 7-11% and shorten
the period for the agreement signed between the Government and the power companies to 10
years increase the risks of the power companies immensely. I wonder whether they would
still invest in the industry if the proposals were adopted. As the reliability of power supply in
Hong Kong relies on how much the power companies are willing to invest in the industry, I
think the two proposals would lower the power supply reliability and should not be
considered for the future regulatory framework.

There might be technical problems on possible voltage dip/ voltage fluctuation/ fault
level problem. How does the Government ensure the Power Quality of the renewable
energy generator? What if this renewable energy generator causes supply reliability
problem? The suffer party will not only be the general residents but also those
running business will be suffering very much on it.

So the government has to consider it very carefully. Or provide incentive scheme, say
15% to encourage the two power company to develop such auxiliary service.

Regarding the open market:

Now those people like remote village areas, outlying islands are enjoying the reliable
and secure supply from the two power companies. It seems that the two power
companies now have their obligation to supply within their coverage area.

The Government have to be very careful that no power company is willing to take
over such low profit or nonprofit making remote area. People from there will
definitely be suffering from extremely high electricity fare.

For some large company like KCRC, MTRC and WSD, all competitors are willing to
supply for them. It is because it is going to be profit making.

Also, our Government never has any experierce on working as an Independence
System Operator (1SO). As a citizen and as an electrical student, | am really
concerned about the feasibility of Open Market in Hong Kong. From some other
countries experience, open electricity market can cause terrible electricity energy
crisis and even black out which might really lead to disaster.

| am also concerned about the environment problem. | think the Government had
tried very hard to do something regarding the environment protection. But how about



the competitor from Mainland China? Can our Gowernment do anything to
supervising the eectricity supplier from Main China? The air quality is aready
terrible owing to the economic development from Delta Triangle of China. We cart
image how terrible it will be for an electricity generator supplying eectricity to Hong
Kong but cannot be supervised by Hong Kong Government.

Furthermore, is it really need to lower the return rate of the SOC? Is now the
electricity price redly high base on existing supply reliability? Or, in fact, the price
now is really reasonable? !

As a global financial institution operating in Hong Kong for over 4 decades, we wish
to raise our comments regarding captioned consultation for your perusal. We strongly
believe an adequate, secure and reliable supply of electricity is critical to our
operations as well as to Hong Kong as a world-class commercial and financial centre.
We are satisfied with the current supply of eleciricity and are of concern that any
changes made to the existing regulatory regime will affect the stability of electricity
supply and therefore put our operations at risk. In light of this, we have summarized
below our views pertaining to the future development of the electricity market in
Hong Kong:

1. Reliability is of Utmost Importance
Any changes made to the regulatory regime must not, at all time, undermine the

reliability of electricity supply which all people in Hong Kong relies so much for
our financial and commercial activities, infrastructure developments and day-to-
day life. The present regime has performed successfully all along to ensure a high
level of electricity supply reliability of 99.99% which is the highest among the
world. Any changes on the regime should therefore be kept at minimum and
supply reliability must never be compromised.

We expect to see continuous investments in the equipment and technology
upgrade in the generation, transmission and distribution facilities for the long-term
benefit of good quality and reliable service, as versus merely driving down tariffs,
We believe justified tariff and sufficient financial incentives should be provided to
ensure adequate investments to continue.

3. Regulatory Certainty
As a financier, we understand that electricity business always involves long
investment cyele / paid-back period. Shortening of the existing 15 years
regulatory period will create a mismaich to the expected return period and
discourage long-term commitment. We do not think a short-term investor could
procure such a high level of reliability in the long run.

Power, Hong Kong consumers have to pay higher tariff for the huge
investment for building the new interconnectors. I cannot see why Hong
Kong consumers have to pay more for increased interconnection which
may bring little or no benefit. Increased interconnection will only increase
risks to supply reliability. Consumers should not pay more for increased
risks of increased interconnection.

[ am a practicing Canadian lawyer, currently located in Australia but who has
worked throughout the world, including 9 years in Hong Kong with a major
international law firm. I am in Hong Kong of least 10 times a year and am aware
that the Government is now seeking views from the public as to how the electricity
market after 2008 should be reformed. With my 30+ years of working experience in
the electricity sector of both Hong Kong and Australia (and other countries), I feel it

might be appropriate to offer you my views on some of the proposed changes in
your Consultation Paper.

From the public’s (and indeed the government’s) point of view, the key element in
any essential service has got to be “security of supply”. In Hong Kong, the level of
interruption (while I have no detailed numbers) must be amongst the lowest in the
world. In Australia (and other jurisdictions where the electricity (or gas) market has
been de-regulated and made more competitive) this has not been the case. While in
normal times the supply of electricity has been constant, as soon as the system comes
under stress the public has had to suffer blackouts, interruptions and other
interference with supply. One only needs to look at the numbers in the recent  svonev
Victorian and South Australian regulatory hearings to appreciate the difference

between Hong Kong and Australia. In addition, at times of stress the public
becomes subject to material variations in pricing.

I am writing in response to the Hong Kong government’s consultation paper of December 2005,
“Future Development of the Electricity Market in Hong Kong.” As a resident of Hong Kong for
the past 3 years and a recent first-time father to my son who was born last month in Hong Kong,
I am concemned about the levels of air pollution caused by power stations in Hong Kong and fully
support the government’s objective to minimize the environmental impact caused in the
production and use of electricity.

I would like to see the following recommendations implemented:

1.

Investment in renewable energy sources should be encouraged, however, the
government’s target of having between 1-2% of our local power needs met by renewable
energy sources by 2012 is too low.

Specific targets and timetables for a reduction in coal burning should be set.

The permitted rate of return of power companies in Hong Kong is among the highest in
the world and should be reduced to lower levels in line with rates of return in other
countries. In addition, the government’s proposal of fixing the permitted rate of return
over a 10-year period, with an option to extend by another 5 years, is still too long and
inflexible.

Permitted rates of return should be linked to total emissions caps set forth in the power
companies’ licenses. Those power companies that cannot achieve the total emissions
caps should have their rates of return further reduced.

Transparency in determining permitted rates of return is crucial, as is effective
benchmarking against other jurisdictions and sectors to ensure a rate that is acceptable to

investors and fair to consumers.

The government should impose strict total emissions caps on major pollutants.

7. An Energy Administration should be established to coordinate the planning of the
electricity market in terms of economic, social, environmental and regional development.

8. The timetable for cooperation in renewable energy development between Guangdong and
Hong Kong should be speeded up, including a regional blueprint for wind energy
development.

Finally, I would like to see a scheme of control for the electricity market that creates a structure
for “best in class” delivery, whereby existing 99.99% reliability rates are maintained, provides
incentives to the electricity companies to enact world class standards on renewable energy and the
use of “clean” fuel, and imposes appropriate safeguards to ensure that consumers continue to be
protected and provided electricity at a reasonable cost.

I hope that if the above recommendations are implemented, Hong Kong will continue to be a
vibrant city that is healthy for many future generations to come and will continue to attract more
talent and capital to its fair shores.
