Comment on Consultation Paper

I would like to express my comments on the consultation paper.

Firstly, I consider your proposal to introduce different rates of return for different
types of assets is problematic: it unnecessarily complicates the regulatory regime and
provides distorted incentives to the power companies. While higher return for
renewable energy sources may supposedly lead to more investments in renewable
energy sources, the limited potential to develop renewable energy sources in Hong
Kong must not be forgotten. On the other hand, providing a lower permitted rate of
return for emission reduction facilities, which in fact are more effective in alleviate
pollution, will unavoidably reduce the incentives for the power companies to invest in
such facilities. In effect, the proposed different rates of return will bring worsen
environmental performance of the power companies.

Another point I would like to address is that your proposed reduction of the power
companies’ permitted rate of return must be justifiable. Permitted rate of return is the
key for a reliable power supply. Your proposal to reduce permitted rate of return with
no basis is simply not creditable.

As a local enterprise, we fully appreciate the two power companies in maintaining the highly reliable
power supply systems in Hong Kong. Even if there is a change in the post-2008 electricity market, the
regulatory environment should be able to attract investment in the power infrastructure continuously in

order to maintain the supply network integrity.

A stable investment is essential to attract investors to willingly invest in the power industry which is
characterized as capital-intensive with long-term contractual requirement. Therefore, we opine that the
Government should retain the current form of regulation with comparable terms and conditions after 2008.
Any policy incoherence after 2008, e.g. the proposed shorten regulatory period to 10 years and lower rate
of return to 7-11%, etc. will increase business risks inevitably and hence deter the investments in the power
industry.

The supply reliability of the existing 2 power companies is very good.
However, it is highly likely that the supply from PRC is not as good as
what

we now have.

A third supplier without insufficient investment will not be able to
provide

reliable supply. If they invest enough to ensure the supply reliability,
huge sum of money of the investor and very long construction period is
needed. Ultimately, it is the money of the citizen in HK to pay for that.

2. Duration of next Scheme of Control

Dear Sir/Madam,

I have read the captioned consultation paper and have some comments on
that.

Regarding the Varying Return for Different Types of Assets, | think
the "so-called® higher rate of return for Renewable energy is so
insignificant. Obviously, investment for renewable energy(RE) requires
a lot more money than maintaining the existing generation facilities
using coal. With only a slightly higher rate(1-2%) for RE, it is
totally unattractive for Electric company to develop RE facilities,
not to mention there is a possibility that the research and
development of RE may fail at some stage and then all the investment
were gone in vain.

Air pollution in Hong Kong Is so serious that we have to act
immediately. According to a research conducted by Hong Kong University
of Science and Technology, most air pollutants in Hong Kong is
actually generated by our Electric Company. However, Hong Kong®"s
prosperity is hinged on a stable electricity supply. So, on the one
hand we should try our best to reduce the air pollution produced by
Electric Company, on the other hand we should not be too mean to them.
With the aforementioned concept in mind, | have the following
suggestion:

"High risk, high return® is a rule of thumb for investment and doing
business. With the current proposal, there would be only a 1-2% higher
return for investing RE. Indeed, our electric companies got a lot of
experiences in using the coal-generated-electric facilities and they
should be very confidence in handling them. However, for RE, they will
have to do research and development, find suitable sites, do a lot of
feasibility studies and even co-operate with some foreign expert. It
is definitely a high risk item for them. So under the current
proposal, the coal-generated-electric would become a "low risk,
acceptable return® item, while the RE is a "high risk, a little more
than acceptable return® item. 1 think this gives a clear choice to our
electric companies: Use coal and not to use RE. It is totally
non-sense to do a high risk item but not for a high return in doing
business.

Given our Electric Companies are complaining the reduction of Rate of
Return(from 13.5% to the proposed 7 - 11%) is too large and
unacceptable, we could take this good chance to promote RE. We could
still keep the coal-generated-electric facilities to around 9%, and
then push those for RE to around 13.5% or even a little bit more than
that. 1 think this could balance the view from both the Electric
companies and our citizens. ITf the electric companies choose to use
the coal-generated-electric facilities more, they will receice less
money. However, if they use more RE, they could have a larger profit,
while our citizens will have better air quality.

The paper also proposed that capital expenditure for emission
reduction facilities to be subject to a lower rate in the rate base. 1
strongly oppose to this arrangement. The reason is that this is the
most direct way to reduce air pollution at the moment. OF course RE is
the most ideal option, but it requires a few years time(or even more)
to make it financially feasible. So why not choose the quickist way to



reduce air pollution?

Giving incentives instead of punishment is the key to reduce air
pollution as soon as possible. The two power companies have proposed
to install emission reduction facilities in their respective Financial
Plans in order to reduce sulphur dioxide and nitrogen oxide emissions
from their power plants by 2011/2012. This is to comply with the
Government®s restriction to reduce those emission by 2010. However, if
we put It another way and provide "bonus rate of return® if they could
reduce those emissions earlier. | think our power companies would
surely install those facilities earlier.

A few weeks ago, a man died during a Marathon Race. The air pollution
index was at a very high level that day. Of course no one could 100%
sure it is inter-related, but most people think that his death is
somehow related to the poor air quality. In fact, the social impact of
air pollution is enormously large. It has a strong adverse impact on
Hong Kong people®s health and as a result, the HKSAR would have to
spend a lot more money on medical expenses. This is a good chance to
reduce air pollution in a significant way. | sincerely hope that our
government could consider my suggestions and help save the health of 7
millions people.

(3) Conservation of geological heritages may be ignored during the planning and devel opment processes of
renewable energy . The potential permanent damage of valuable geological heritages in Hong Kong will
likely be overlooked

RE: Stage II Consultation/Future of the Electricity Market in Hong Kong

As a long-term, permanent resident of Hong Kong, [ am writing to offer my opinion on
the Stage II Electricity Market consultations. And as a long-term resident who loves the
outdoors, and has hiked most of the trails in the territory as well as run in many of the
road races, I have personally witnessed the deterioration of our environment over the past
14 years---especially the air. Given that our two electricity suppliers contribute to some
of this pollution---though are not the main reasons for our problems---I have some
thoughts on the issue.

My key area of concern is that the power companies are being asked to invest in
emissions reduction equipment, but according to section 2.58 (c), will be differentially
rewarded via variable rates of return, and will NOT be able to fully pass along the costs
of these reduction devices. Why not? This does not seem to make sense. If a company
invests in something that is good for Hong Kong---and we would all agree reducing air
pollutants is a good thing---why should that behavior be rewarded with a LESSER rate of
return? Instead, it would seem it is in all our interests as HK citizens to give the electric
suppliers a HIGHER rate of return for ALL their ‘good’ behaviors---not just development
and application of RE. We want to encourage them to do more, faster, and the way to do
that is to reward them, not discourage them.

Compared with other markets, electricity bills in HK are quite reasonable, and while
people always say they want things (food, clothes, taxes, phone bills) to be cheaper, the
reality is that many people would be willing to pay a bit MORE if it meant helping clean
up the air. I would pay more, and would pay even more than that to clean the air even
faster.

The Bottom Line: To get cleaner skies faster, we should be rewarding the power
companies for ALL their investments relating to pollution reduction, and reward them at
higher rates for doing good things faster than required. The result: the power companies
will be incentivized to make more investments at a faster pace and the public will get
cleaner skies sooner---all at a small increase in our monthly electricity bills, a small price

to pay.

In response to your Stage II Consultation, we have the following comments to make.

While the expectation of the general public to have cheap electricity is clearly
understandable, it needs to balance against the much more important role to the
economy of Hong Kong for the need of a reliable and safe energy supply.

We are of the view that a huge investment such as electricity requires a longer
regulatory period than 10 years because of the expensive equipment/plants. Also your
proposed post-2008 permitted rate of return of 7%-11% may not be conducive to the
need for constant upgrading and maintainance of such equipment/plants.

Although we are only a small business operator, we rely heavily on a steady power
supply for our support. Any change to the present proven system is likely to bring
risks that may have far-reaching effects on the economy of Hong Kong.

However, given that there is a sharing mechanism for
excess profits which is incorporated into the scheme, regulation is
necessary for only one of these. Regulation of the rate of return is
preferable.

Para 2.56:

1. The issue of the cost of capital is a technical one. It should be
informed by a technical paper (or papers) authored by experts who are
competent in the field.

2. We noted that at Stage | the views considered were of political parties,
trade associations and others who are not technically competent. It appears
from the comment, "Feedbacks from Stage | Consultations opined the current
rate as high and should be lowered", that these views have been taken into
account. While free to express their views, Government should set them
aside in the decision concerning the permitted rate of return on the grounds
that they are not qualified, and de-politicise the issue.

Para 2.56:

3. The technical basis should be published for the assessment which has
been made that the cost of capital is 7-11 percent .

4. 1t should be recognised by Government that the risk to the general

public of Hong Kong of getting the cost of capital wrong is largely on the
downside. That is, if set too low the result will be blackouts at peak

periods (i.e. sever pain, but occurring from time to time). If set too high

the result is higher charges (i.e. light pain, but occurring continuously).

The Consultation Paper is silent on the issue of risks to the consumers, and
this should be addressed. It may be concluded from blackout experiences in
N America in recent years that it is better to err on the side of caution

and set the rate of return too high rather than too low.

Para 2.58 at (c):

5. There is a false premise that the cost of emission reduction should not
fall on consumers. Consumers are the polluters, since itis only as a
consequence of their demand for power that the pollution occurs. According
to the "polluter pays" principle, consumers should pay.

6. Setting the rate of return low will reduce the shareholders' incentive
to invest in emission reduction, and is perverse and risks the failure to
achieve the environmental policy objective.

Para 2.66:

7. The proposed annual tariff review as specified here will increase
shareholder risk from possible political interference and hence will
increase the cost of capital to the industry. The political risk element of



the cost of capital should be recognised as a factor in the determination of
the cost of capital.

8. We recognise that it is difficult to put a precise figure on the

increase in cost of capital due to the increase in political risk arising
from the proposed changes to the regulatory regime. However, there is
considerable international evidence of political risk and we believe some
summary of this international evidence would be helpful to Government.

9. Arguments used here against the CPI-X formula approach are based on
reservations about using CPI as a cost index for the industry. Certainly,
CPI has limitations in this regard. However, a formula approach of some
kind for annual adjustments between 5-year fundamental reviews, is much
preferred over a politicised annual tariff setting process where the factors
that go into determining what tariff is "reasonable and affordable" are not
transparent. CPIl may not be the right index, but it should be possible to
find a better one.

We hope you find these observations of some help.

Response to Stage |1 Consultation Paper on
Future Development of the Electricity Market in Hong Kong

Having read through the Stage Il Consultation Paper, my persona impression is that the
proposed post-2008 mechanism will be mainly an improved version of the existing
Scheme of Control Agreements (SCAS). In my opinion, a fundamental market structure
reform is required in order to achieve the Government’s long-term energy policy
objective. However, it has not been dealt with in the Stage 11 Consultation.

The problem that | have perceived is on the divided transmission and distribution
facilities in the Hong Kong Island and Kowloon under the administration of the two
power companies respectively. Generally speaking, it is a vertically integrated monopoly
setting, which people in Hong Kong have already accepted since early 1900's.

For having reliable, safe and efficient energy supplies under a sustainability environment,
the existing vertically integrated monopoly structure is no longer delivering the best
values to al stakeholders including the two existing power companies. It is, therefore, |
do not agree to the proposed continuation of the current geographic divide.

In the long run, the continuation of existing demarcation along the Victoria Harbour will
not promote new Renewable Energy (RE) resources and other new supply sources. For
instance, a new RE producer located at Chai Wan will find it difficult to deliver its green
energy to Tsang Kwan O to fulfil its customer’s green energy requirement. The major
hindrance is that there are two independent network operators serving the two proximities.

Another example is that a third party new resource supplier purchased a low cost green
energy in the Mainland found it difficult to transmit to its customers at Central because of
the difficulty in negotiations on the use of existing transmission facilities owned by two
separate power companies. Government intervention is the last resort. Difficulty might
not be due to road block created by individua company, however, inefficiency has
resulted. The question is whether the Government would like to participate into each and
every negotiation?

Individual new supply company would prefer to instal their own transmission and
distribution facilities for their electricity supply. This approach, as indicated in the Stage
I Consultation Paper (Chapter 2 B 2.7), is not appropriate as it involves a lot of practical
problems. Being an ex-Permanent Way Superintendent at the Hongkong Tramways
Limited looking after tram tracks renewa and power distribution systems, | fully aware
that the disturbances of road openings have generated a lot of negative externalities. Loss
of business for the shops nearby the work sites and noise and air pollution problems due
to the road opening works are only some of the examples of the externdities. Thisis a
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form of inefficiency to the society. On top of this, should the new supply company
successfully gain supply contracts to customers whom are currently supplied by the
existing power companies, another form of inefficiency has been created. It is because the
existing distribution cables and fuse gears are no longer in use and left in its place. Do the
existing power companies go to maintain their non-profit producing facilities to hope for
their future usage?

We must admit that the two existing power companies have the first mover advantages.
Any new scheme designed must stem from their existing networks. Without fully utilise
the existing facilities offered by the two power companies, system inefficiency must
follow.

Following is my suggestion to remedy the potential difficulties. Although it might not be
in line with the current Stage Il Consultation, however, | sincerely hope that this can be
considered in the next review.

Establishment of Power Gen and NetCom

1. As in some foreign power supply companies under deregulation, the system
has to split into Power Generation Company (PowerGen) and Network Supply
Company (NetCom). An example of thisis Ontario Hydro in Canada split into
Ontario Power Generation and Hydro One.

2. Transmission and distribution facilities are taken out from the two existing
power companies to form an equity joint venture serving the entire Hong
Kong region.

3. Once the new equity joint venture established, Government has to focus on the

performance and regulations of the NetCom on al the safety and reliability,
environmental and economic iSsues.

4. The performance and regulations of PowerGen has become secondary (with
reasons below) athough safety and reliability, environmental and economic
issues have also been addressed.

For the PowerGen

5. To address the tariff concerns of the genera public, we have to devise a new

pricing mechanism for the PowerGen.

6. Tariff (per kWh) of PowerGen has to be fixed in today’s real term. A Tariff
Index (TI) is created to include all the major costs and expenses of power
generation subject to inflation cost adjustment as reference for future tariff
approval. For example, taken the Tariff Index for 2006 as 100, TI for 2007
may be higher or lower than 100 such that the forthcoming tariff can be
adjusted accordingly. During the year, tariff for individual company will not
be changed.

7. Obvioudly, Tariff Stabilisation Fund must be in place to cater for some fuel
cost fluctuations.

8. Since the PowerGen is subject to fixed tariff (with reasonable profit included
at the base year Tl), it is not required to assess their rate of returns on aregular

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basis. The only requirement is to review their other performance such as
environmental, safety and reliability etc.

The benefits of improved efficiency due to better management and
performance or due to import of lower cost green source shall go to individua
company.

It will be a fixed tariff scheme on the part of PowerGen. In the future,
consumers might have the choice of consuming either RE or non-renewable
energy generated electricity from specified PowerGen. It is because not only
the PowerGens clearly know the tariff but also the consumers know exactly
what they should pay on every selected energy choice of kWh consumed
beforehand. Hence, Government approval on tariff of different kinds of
energy source on ayearly basisisrequired.

This scheme has the benefits that the Government can set different tariffs for
different kinds of RE and non-renewable energy generations. The Government
can manipulate the energy policy objectives at different period of time through
the change of settings on individua tariff categories for either promotion or
demotion of certain energy sources.

New comers, with fixed tariff information, can assess their competitive edges
in producing RE or bring in new supply sources. It is not required for the
Government to negotiate with individua supplier on rate of returns entitled. It
isaform of encouragement to new comers.

With the PowerGen and NetCom arrangement, PowerGen originally
geographically located at the Hong Kong Island can have their new generating
facilities installed in the Kowloon side or even in the Mainland. It is aso true
that PowerGen in the Kowloon side can do the same whether placing their
new power stations in Hong Kong or off-Hong Kong.

The PowerGen and NetCom arrangement is of particular importance to the
world trend of distributed power generation by RE.

For the NetCom

The concept of “One System” is important to efficient network operations in
Hong Kong. Both of the two existing power companies as well as the
consumers and other stakeholders shall benefit from this form of NetCom
operations.

The equity joint venture, once established, can invest to build a complete and
secure power transmission and distribution networks. The investments for
network improvement under One System will definitely bring in huge profits
to the new organisation (NetCom) where geographic divide has limited the
opportunity for the existing two power companies.

Most of the safety and reliability, environmental and economic regulations as
stated in the Stage Il Consultation Paper can be applied to the NetCom's
operation. In fact, the business of NetCom is to buy electricity from
PowerGens and sale to consumers. Since the per kWh cost of buying
electricity from the PowerGens is fixed, the final energy price (per kwWh) to
consumer reflects the cost and profits of NetCom’s operation which is subject
to Government control — through an agreement similar to the SCA.
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18. Here, the Government has to sign a single bilateral agreement with NetCom.
Governance and control on one network operator will be much more efficient
than two as from the Government point of view.

19.  New source supplier who is willing to participate into the NetCom’s equity
joint venture can do so with the assistance from the Government.

20.  And now, new source suppliers and RE Producers are free to find green
energy resources or otherwise for their supply. PowerGens do not require any
direct transaction with consumers. However, the NetCom has to deal with
consumers as usua. Hence, a payment system has to be established between
the PowerGens and theNetCom.

21.  Obvioudy, codes of practice and technical guidelines for the new energy
players have to be in place for the benefits of al the stakeholders.

The above is a genera description of the basic concept of One System, which is
subject to further debate. There shall be no single solution to satisfy all parties
concerned. However, debates, discussions and negotiations shall definitely create an
atmosphere to strike for better efficient operations in the electricity market.
Improvements on climate change leading to sustainable development of the society
not only rely on the efforts contributed by the two existing power companies,
consumers and other stakeholders have their own responsibilities. Among those
variables, a concrete market structure has definitely contributed to a better living
environment for the people in Hong Kong.

The result of this severe
blackout was a week’s rolling load shedding in the southern Ontario of
Canada. The problem was initiated from the Ohio State’ s transmission line
faults due to a lack of maintenance, with some of their large turbo-
generators restricted to full generation, miscommunication between
regional system centres and some other human errors. It was not a system
fault on the part of Ontario’s equipments. Unfortunately, Ontarians were
suffered as aresult. It is therefore that the size of power grid for economic
generation, transmission and distribution may not necessarily be the bigger
is the better. The optimum scale of power grid shall depend on the state of
economic developments, the risk attitude of consumersin the society, etc.
In the case of system full integrations cannot be avoided, HVDC
transmission link shall be used. It, at least, reduces the risk of system
frequency fluctuations on the part of Mainland’ s system.

Although not
al forms of RE technologies are mature, nevertheless, the society needs
green energy for environmental protection, sustainable development and
preparation for future energy shortage due to excessive use of limited non-
renewable energy resources. It is understandable that consumers worry
about the potential high tariff for RE generated electricity. It may be due
to the fact that they are not aware of the costs of negative externaities paid
on top of their regular electricity bills. If the marginal social cost is
included into their bills, then they might find that the costs of RE
generated electricity are not excessive. It is an educational process of
advising the public about the concept of internalisation of externalities.
Their understanding of margina social benefit and marginal socia cost
would help the promotion of RE. Through education, people would accept
that it is to the benefit of the society to pay a higher tariff to the RE
Producer. Regarding RE resources, apart from the undergoing wind
projects, it is worthwhile to investigate the possibilities of biomass
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generation. This carbon neutral generation technology would help to
increase the amount of RE resource portfolio as its generation output is
higher than the wind generation. Planting of energy corps is not
necessarily located in Hong Kong. It can be done in the nearby region.

I would add biomass generation for reason mentioned at item 2.11 above.

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MATURE BUT STILL FULL OF LIFE!

In recent years the position of hydraulics as the principal method of moving,
positioning and clamping tools and work-pieces has come under pressure from
the development of new and increasingly low cost pneumatics and
electro-mechanical systems.

This situation should not, however, be seen as the beginning of the end for
hydraulics technology. On the contrary, today's manufacturing and process
engineers now have an exciting and far more extensive choice of motion and
control systems and equipment, and are able to select the most appropriate
solution for each application: hydraulic, pneumatic, electromechanical or a
combination of all three.

It should also be noted that the development of hydraulics technology has
continued apace in recent years and, in many respects, has matched that of
pneumatics and electromechanics. Indeed, development is being driven by the
growing need to increase power densities, reduce cycle times and improve
machine reliability still further, while improving the interface between
hydraulic devices and higher level control systems.

In many instances the latest innovations in hydraulics technology are leading
to hybrid or integrated systems, where the lines between different methods of
motion and control are becoming increasingly blurred. This can be as simple
as the use of position switches to control associated processes, or can involve
closed loop proximity sensors to measure the exact position of cylinder pistons,
in conjunction with sophisticated arrangements of servo or proportional valves
interconnected and controlled by high performance PLC devices.

Regardless of the method of monitoring and control, hydraulics systems
continue to offer considerable advantages over competing technologies. For
example, compared with electric motors, hydraulic actuators provide the ability
to lift and hold large loads, with rod locking systems where operator safety is an
issue; move heavy loads slowly and precisely, produce high torque without
gearing, and have a smaller footprint. Similarly, hydraulics systems offer a far
greater power density and are more rugged than pneumatics devices, with
actuators being available in a wider choice of bore and stroke options while in
many applications they can be moved and controlled with greater precision.

Ultimately, hydraulics is one of several methods of providing movement and
control, and engineers must decide on the methodology that is most
appropriate for each application. What should not be overlooked, however, is
that the power, simplicity and flexibility of hydraulics, plus the fact that the
technology is widely understood throughput the world, means that hydraulics
will continue to provide effective solutions throughout industry for many years
to come.

Pollution cannot be
avoided. The basic requirements for
sustainable development are that there is
sufficient energy available to fuel the
economy, and that pollution can be
assimilated by the ecosystem. Although
renewable energy resources are being used
to fuel economic growth, most of the
energy sources used today still rely upon
fossil fuels for the generation of electricity
and heat.

Non-renewable energy sources, such as
coal, oil, and gas, are the dominant energy
sources in most countries. As a result of
economic growth, increasing amounts of
greenhouse gases and other regional
pollutants are released which lead to
climate change and cause severe air
pollution.

According to an environmental survey
conducted by the International Energy
Agency (IEA) electricity generation
accounted for 39% of global carbon
emissions’ in the year 2000. Electricity
deregulation and restructuring has led to
the electricity sector opening its doors to
investors who are interested in
participating in the market for power
generation, transmission, and distribution.
New investors can invest in all kinds of
power-generating facilities subject to the
approval of the relevant environmental
agency. In other words, new investors are
free to choose to invest in renewable
(wind, hydropower, etc.) or non-
renewable (coal, oil, etc.) electricity
generating plants as well as in transmission
and distribution networks.

In the recent European Environment
Agency update (EEA Signals 2004 - A
European Environment Agency update on
selected issues,
http://reports.eea.eu.int/signals-
2004/en/ENSignals2004web.pdf) an
article entitled ‘Sustainable Energy:A long
way to go' describes the future use of
renewable and non-renewable energy
resources. Although the views outlined are
related to European experiences they
could reflect the worldwide situation.

'Burning fossil fuels, the main source of
greenhouse gas emissions, is predicted to

E conomic development requires the
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remain the largest energy source in
Europe for the next 30 years. Despite
some growth in absolute terms renewable
energy is not expected to raise its share
significantly, while the contribution of
nuclear power is projected to decline as a
result of moratoria and phase-out policies
in several countries. Fossil fuels currently
dominate the fuel mix with an 80% share;
this proportion is expected to increase
slightly over the next 30 years.'

Obviously, greenhouse gases and
regional pollutants associated with the
burning of fossil fuels can be reduced
drastically by the permanent shutdown of
all fossil fuel power stations but such
action would lead to the collapse of the
world economy. A balance between the
type of energy used and its environmental
impact is necessary for sustainable
economic development.

'Energy Mix Modelling' research has

Energy management

focused on the impact of a renewable and a
non-renewable energy source mix in
electricity generation such that negative
impact on the environment can be
regulated by adjusting the mix of energy
sources with reference to the desirable level
of economic development.

It is true that the electricity sector is not
responsible for all of the emissions of
greenhouse gas and other pollutants - the
transportation sector contributes the
greatest amount of carbon emissions.
However, the concept of Energy Mix
Modelling developed for the electricity
sector can be used as a basis for the further
development of the optimum mix model
within other sectors such as transportation.

What is an Energy Mix Model?
An Energy Mix Model is a mathematical
model incorporating:

e Environmental factors (such as the level
of CO, and other emissions at the
optimum level of pollution).

® Economic factors (state of the regional
economy under investigation correlated
to the optimum level of pollution).

® Energy factors (types, sources, and costs
of energy to achieve an optimum state of
regional economic operations under the
optimum level of pollution).

As far as the structure and extent of
coverage of Energy Mix Modelling is
concerned the model is designed with
regional energy balance in mind. The
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Energy management

Energy-Economy-Environment ('3E")
process forms the basic structure of the
model.

Energy

With the technological advancements in
renewable energy extraction, decentralised
generation facilities are scattered; for
example, resources such as wind, solar,
hydro, biomass. The traditional fossil fuel
power plants - using coal, oil, and gas as
sources of generation - combined with
renewable power-generating plants form
the basis of the electricity pool. Electricity
is transmitted to end-users via transmission
and distribution networks.

In the Energy Mix Model the research
focus is placed on the combination of the
electricity pool for energy resources from
non-renewable energy, renewable energy,
importation of electricity from another
region, and exportation of electricity to
another region, under the best level of
pollution in that region.

Economy

Ecological economics suggest that
sustainable development relies on the
minimisation of non-renewable energy use.
"The rate of consumption for renewable
energy is limited so that the regeneration of
such resources meets the utilisation of
incoming generations. Moreover,
unavoidable pollution must be limited to a
level that can be assimilated by the
ecosystem. Energy Mix Modelling makes
use of the ecological economics concept to
determine the social optimum by selecting
the marginal abatement cost curve and the
marginal social cost curve in the
geographic region in question.

Environment

The level of pollution for greenhouse gases
and other regional pollutants is the major
consideration. Determination of these
parameters for use in the Energy Mix
Model is subject to the outcome of the
social optimum in the economy. The
project relies on data obtained from
regional environmental agencies.
Adjustment of available data may be
required to reflect the social optimum
pollution level.

Methodology

The best level of energy mix is defined as
the lowest cost possible that provides the
social optimum of pollution on the part of
electricity sector of an economy in a
geographic region.

Energy Mix Modelling can be an
interesting research project at PhD level.
The purpose of such research is to identify
the optimum energy mix for electricity
generation so that pollution from such
generation matches the best level of
pollution under the economic environment
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in a geographic region. The determination of
the best level of pollution in an economy,
therefore, will form a significant part of the
research and the results of such an optimum
pollution level will form the basis of an
optimum energy mix.

"The first part of this research is to identify
the relationship between the state of the
economy and the level of pollution of certain
greenhouse gases and regional pollutants.
Then, the relationship is generalised and
adjusted so that the best level of pollution on
the part of an electricity sector of a
geographic region can be determined. Once
this has been done, further development is
required so that such relationships can be
incorporated along with the cost implications
of renewable energy, non-renewable energy,
importation of energy, and exportation of
energy into a mathematical model to reflect
the optimum mix of energy in the electricity
sector.

The Energy Mix Model incorporates two
sub-models: one to deal with the equilibrium
of regional economy and pollution
environment; the other to deal with the
balance of the energy mix and the pollution
environment in the region. Selection of a
proper model technique will form part of the
process for research methodology evaluation.

Applications

The model will be of great use in applications

in the electricity sector for the next 30 years

or more since:

@ Fossil fuels will continue to be a major
energy source for electricity generation, and
CO, as a greenhouse gas will continue to
affect climate change.

@ Optimisation of the energy mix will affect
the social optimum for the economy and
for pollution - this will be a regulatory tool
for policy-makers to balance energy-
economy-environment. Under
deregulation, regulators will make use of
this type of model to send out signals to
potential investors relating to their
investments in renewable electricity-
generating facilities. It is not a model to
promote centrally-planned system
expansion but to encourage potential
investors to go 'Green'. (A regional result
may reveal that the contribution from fossil
fuels is higher than the optimum level. If
this is the case, potential investors can opt
for renewable energy-generating plants for
better opportunities.)

® Regional electricity control centres are
already established, whether or not the
market is deregulated or restructured.
Before restructuring, a system control
centre performed an internal duty;
however, the functions, such as power
transactions, now are becoming market-
orientated upon completion of deregulation
and restructuring. This means that power-
flow planning and scheduling functions
cannot be avoided and will continue to be

the responsibility of a system control
centre for as long as transmission and
distribution networks are in existence.
The development of an Energy Mix
Model will enhance operational
performance with respect to the
compliance of emissions regulations by
incorporating such information into the
system control facilities for the real-time
control of emission levels while they are
regulating power generations. As the
Energy Mix Model is targeted to have an
optimum economy and environment
relationship, and greenhouse gas,
together with regional pollutants, will
increase in the next 30 years or more
across the world, the developed model
will not become obsolete or out of date.

@ T'he social optimum for the economy
and for the environment will remain the
same for both the electricity and the
transportation sectors. So the
development and application of the
Energy Mix Model will not only benefit
the electricity sector but also set down a
platform for research into similar tools in
the transportation sector with the
optimum mix for the latter be focused on
the fuel mix - petroleum, gas, hydrogen
fuel cell.

Conclusions
The static Energy Mix Model can be used
in urban and rural planning -
determination of the type of new energy-
generating facilities (energy by fossil fuels,
etc.) to fuel the economy without
exceeding the stipulated pollution limits.
The dynamic model can be converted
into a computational set-up which can be
included in the electricity generation
control facilities in the central control
centre of a geographic region. This could
provide for the monitoring and control of
different types of renewable and non-
renewable generating plants so that
sufficient electricity at the lowest cost
possible could be generated with aggregate
pollution not exceeding the allowable
pollution limits imposed by any regional
environmental agency. With sufficient
renewable energy plants installed in a
decentralised distribution system, air
pollution can be regulated more effectively.
Interdisciplinary energy-economic-
environment researches should open the
doors to sustainable economic
development. Research and development
of such a model for the electricity sector
also should inspire 'Green' development in
other sectors such as transportation.

Comments on Stage II Consultation on
Future Development of the Electricity Market in Hong Kong

We are a multinational company with regional office located in Hong Kong.
After reading the Stage II Consultation Paper, we have some comments as listed below.

As a commercial entity, we understand that a highly reliable power supply is the
most essential element to sustain business development. Over the past 30-year
experience, it has been well proven in Hong Kong that the SCA regime can successfully
allow a reliable electricity supply at reasonable cost. Therefore, there is no ground for
the Government to take any drastic steps in changing the current regulatory
framework, which may pose significant risk to power supply reliability in Hong Kong.

Of course, as an electricity user, we are naturally concerned with the size of our
electricity bill. However, given the highly reliable power supply and the excellent
customer services that we are enjoying currently, we think the electricity tariffs in Hong
Kong are much reasonable and affordable than many parts of the world. From daily
operation point of view, electricity bill just constitutes a very small portion of our
operating expenses here when compared with rental and other overhead costs. In fact,
the commerecial tariff in Hong Kong is quite competitive.

Given the high importance of supply reliability especially for a financial centre
and a densely populated city like Hong Kong, setting a lower-than-fair rate of return
for the poser companies will certainly disincentivize the power companies to continue
their investment in power infrastructure. This will in turn degrade the supply
reliability in the long run and hence jeopardize our quality of life and business
sustainability. Like all electricity users, our day-to-day operations rely heavily on
computer and other electronic devices. Interruptions such as blackout and power surge
ought to be kept to the very minimum.

Goldman Sachs is a diversified financial institution operating throughout Asia with a
substantial portion of our personnel and operations based in Hong Kong. Power supply
reliability is critical to our business globally, and our business in Asia depends on the power

supply

on Hong Kong. In light of this, we would like to offer our views on the development of

the electricity market in Hong Kong:

(1)

Supply reliability is essential and must not be compromised — Hong Kong enjoys a
reliable and uninterrupted electricity supply which has helped secure its role as a
financial centre. Any change to the existing system which has to-date worked well
should be very carefully considered. It would negatively impact our operations if this
reliability were compromised.

Sufficient financial incentives must be provided - reliability comes at a cost.
Sufficient and continuous investment in electricity infrastructure, which depends to a
iarge degree on the financial incentives offered to utilities, is a key tc achieving
reliable power supply.

The regulatory period during which these incentives are offered should be sufficiently
long — as the Hong Kong power companies do not have franchise protection, they
are faced with a higher risk regarding return on their investment. A longer period than
the 10 year regulatory period being proposed would likely encourage greater
investment by the power companies.

As an international investment bank operating large facilities in a number of countries,
we greatly appreciate that Hong Kong’s electricity infrastructure is a reliable source of
power when compared to other global cities. While our Hong Kong offices have
registered no significant power outage in recent years, several of our international
offices experienced power outages, including:

a) Tokyo during the summer of 2003
b) New York in August 2003

c) Singapore in 2004

d) Taipeiin 2006

Clearly, Goldman Sachs, like all other major financial institutions, is equipped to deal
with emergencies like black-outs or brown-outs thanks to the deployment of
Uninterruptible Power Supplies (UPS) systems as well as back-up generators. On
the other hand, these power sources are limited and are less reliable than a power
utility. UPS systems are also at risk of failing during back up periods of operation.

Unanticipated interruptions of the local power supply or the unavailability of power for any
significant period of time could inhibit the normal operation of our business in Hong Kong
and other parts of Asia, leading potentially to economic losses for us, reputational damage
and other consequences.

As a medium enterprise in Hong Kong providing warehouse services, we would
like to express our views on the Stage [T Consultation.

Generally, we are happy about your decision to largely maintain the current
Scheme of Control Agreement (SCA) framework, which we believe, has struck a
balance between different interesting parties. However, we have some
issues to raise regarding your proposal in the Stage II Consultation Paper.

For so many years Hong Kong has been enjoying very stable power supply.
Especially when compared with many countries, Hong Kong power supply Is
very reliable. We believe this is one of the major elements that enables
Hong Kong to become a highly competitive and successful commercial city

Currently we are enjoying stable electricity supply from our power
companies. Without the stable electricity supply, the fresh food and
vegetables that were stored ati our plece would have deteriorated quickly
and we would not have a viable business. Although the current electricity
charges are not low, we still take the view that they are worth it for our
business. If we are paying less but for less satisfactory services, we may
suffer losses in other aspects.



[t goes without saying that every business investor needs to have a good
return for 1its capital investment. Regarding your proposed post-2008
permitted rate of return, we worry that 7-11% is too low for an investor,
which is the power companies in this case, when return is always an issue.
Like every other businesses in Hong Kong, electricity is very important to
our business operations. We are only a SME. We can never afford to pay
for expensive power backup equipment. It we have to do so, that would
definitely increase our operation costs and affect our competitiveness. We
need the current excellent and reliable electricity supply to continue and
to make sure our business environment is stable and predictable. Having
considered that the current electricity supply services we are getting
really good value for money. If the permitted rate is too low and cause
changes in the power supply stability, we would object to that change

Furthermore, shortening the regulatory period from 15 to 10 years is our
another concern. Looking it from a business man point of view, we trust it
would increase the investment risks of the power companies and deter them
from long term investment. This may make the discussion with the power
companies difficult and agreement may not be reached with the government.

Reliable power supply is an essential service to maintain the
competitiveness of Hong Kong, we urge you not to lower the permitted rate
of return or shorten the 15-years’ regulatory period. These proposals
will surely lead to under—investment and put our power supply reliability
and economy at risk

After reading the Stage II Consultation Paper, we, as one of the major producers of building
materials in Hong Kong, would like to submit our comments as follows.

In a commercial society like Hong Kong, it is normal for & business to earn a profit on its
investment, which is commensurated with the business risks it takes. Different from business risks
faced by most local undertakings like us, the inherented risks faced by the power companies are
unique and tremendous. The industry is capital-intensive and the equipment is very long-lived with
little redeployment value. On the contrary, most of the other industries are more flexible in this
aspect. In view of this, setting a lower-than-fair rate of return and a shortened regulatory period for
the power companies will certainly reduce their investment incentives in power infrastructure.

What concerns us most is the overall electricity supply reliability in Hong Kong. In our opinion,
users like us are willing to pay the price deem reasonable as compared with other business expenses.
To ensure that there will be continuous investments in power infrastructure, it is only fair for the
government to allow a reasonable rate of return to the power companies, In fact, since the current
SCA has been well proven based on historical record in providing Hong Kong & highly reliable
supply system, such regime should be retained without any drastic change after 2008. After all, we
canmot afford our supply reliability to degrade in the future.
